Categories of
Empioyment Status

The following text explains the
various categories of employment
for an economically active person.

An employee is a person
working in a paid position, that is, a
job where the explicit or implicit
contract of employment gives the
person a basic remuneration that is
independent of the revenue of the
unit for which g/he works(by
wages and salaries or in kind).

An employer is a person who,
working on his or her own
economic account or with one or
more partners, holds a sef-
employment job, and in this
capacity may or may not engage
on a continuous basis one or more
employees.

A member of a producer's
cooper ative is a person who holds
a sdf-employment job in an
establish-ment  organized as a
cooperative, in which each member
takes part on an equal footing with
other members in determing the
organization of production, sales,
and/or other work.

Employees of producers
cooperatives are not to be classified
to this group.

A private enterpreneur is a
person, who have held his(her)
organization, or individually
performed professional, creative,

trade (commercial) or other
activity without involving
employees or involving them tem-
porarily.

An own account worker is a
person who holds a sdf-
employment job and has not

engaged on a continuous basis any
employees. In certain cases they
might have engaged one or more
employees on a short term and non-
contiuous basis without being
thereby classifiable as an employer.
Person employed in personal
subsidiary holdings are included
in this group as well.

According to the classification
of the International  Labor
Organization those classified as
private enterpreneur and own
account worker are combined in
the category of self-employed for
the purposes of tabulation.
